Time: about 30 minutes

Materials: one photocopy for each student

Instructions:

1 Give outa copy of the resource sheet to each student.

2 Give students 10 minutes to read through the sentences. If they think that a sentence
is true about them, they should circle True. If they think it is false about them, they
should circle False and write a new correct sentence about themselves, e.g. If Mum is
tired, we get a takeaway. If Dad is tired, Mum cooks. If Mum is tired, we go to the café.
They can change any part of the sentence which is not correct.

Go around the class helping them write their sentences.

4 When they have written their sentences, put them into groups of three. They should
talk about their sentences in groups, telling each other whether they circled true or
false. If they circled false, they say what their new sentence is. Encourage them to ask
each other for more information.

5 When they have finished, get whole-class feedback, asking for some examples of new
sentences that they wrote. Give feedback on how students used the target language.
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
