Activity type: quiz

When to use: Use this activity after Lesson 4.3.

Time taken: 20 minutes

Preparation: Photocopy one worksheet for each group of three students in the class.

Procedure

Divide the class into groups of three and give each group a copy of the worksheet. Look
at the first question with the whole class as an example and elicit possible answers,
but do not say if they are correct or not yet. Tell students to underline the words on
their worksheet.

Give students ten minutes to work together and answer each question. When they have
finished, go through the answers with the whole class. Ask the groups to write the number
of points they get for each question in the box on their worksheets. They should get one
point for each word/sound they identify correctly.

The winning group is the one with the most points.
