Activity type: information gap

When to use: Use this activity after Unit 5 Lead-in.

Time taken: 15 minutes

Preparation: Photocopy and cut up one worksheet for each pair of students in the class.

Procedure

Put students into pairs. Give a Student A worksheet to one student in each pair and a
Student B worksheet to the other. Explain to students that they each have a picture of a
family party. The pictures are different but the same eight people are in each picture. Only
half the people are named and they have to find out the names of the other four people.
Students describe the people in their picture so that their partners can match the names to
the right person, e.g. A: Jane is young and tall. She’s fair. B: Is she attractive? A: Yes.

When they have finished, ask students to show each other their worksheets to check that
they have written the correct names next to the people.
